Community Investments: Advancing Strategy, Strengthening Systems

In Fiscal Year 2025, the Lehigh Valley Community Foundation directed community investments toward the region’s most
pressing challenges while remaining responsive to emerging needs. Through a combination of strategic grantmaking,
leadership, convening, and innovative tools, LVCF supported hundreds of nonprofit partners and strengthened the systems
that underpin long-term community well-being. Below is an expansion on the main focus areas:

Capacity Building & Leadership

LVCF continued its long-term commitment to strengthening nonprofit leadership and organizational
resilience across the Lehigh Valley. Investments supported leadership development, governance

and board effectiveness, strategic planning, and cross-sector collaboration. Through initiatives such

as the CORE Fellowship and related capacity-building efforts, organizations gained tools to navigate
workforce pressures, funding uncertainty, and increasing community demand—positioning leaders and
institutions to adapt, stabilize, and lead through change.

Early Childhood Education

Building on several years of intentional focus, LVCF prioritized early childhood education and care

as a cornerstone of economic mobility, workforce participation, and long-term community health.
Funding supported direct early learning services, childcare workforce development, and systems-level
coordination among providers, funders, and public partners. These investments reflect LVCF’s role
not only as a grantmaker, but as a convener advancing shared strategies to expand access to quality,
affordable care across the Lehigh Valley.

Arts, Culture & the Creative Economy

Through state and local partnerships, LVCF invested in artists, cultural organizations, and creative
entrepreneurs throughout the region. Grantmaking supported recovery from pandemic-era disruptions,
strengthened organizational stability, and helped sustain the creative workforce. These investments
recognize the arts and creative sector as both a cultural asset and an economic driver—contributing to
community identity, vibrancy, and local economic resilience.

Support & Donor-Directed Grantmaking

In addition to foundation-directed priorities, donor-directed funds continued to address a wide range
of community needs. Through donor-advised, designated, scholarship, and area-of-interest funds, LVCF
supported initiatives spanning education, human services, health, the environment, and neighborhood-
based work. This flexible grantmaking reflects the diverse philanthropic interests of LVCF’s fundholders
while complementing the Foundation’s broader community leadership goals.

Select Grantmaking Highlights: FY25

In Fiscal Year 2025, LVCF’s foundation-directed and donor-directed grantmaking
supported a wide range of organizations and initiatives across the Lehigh Valley
and beyond. The highlights below offer a snapshot of key grant programs and
investments from the year—illustrating how resources were deployed to address
immediate needs, strengthen organizational capacity, and advance long-term
community priorities.

Capacity Building & Leadership

Investments in capacity building and leadership focused on strengthening
nonprofit leadership, governance, and organizational effectiveness. Additional
funding and partnerships supported sector-wide workshops, learning
opportunities, and leadership convenings addressing board development,
volunteer engagement, and organizational sustainability.

¢ Nearly $145,000 in foundation-directed grants supported organizations
participating in the CORE Fellowship across three cohorts, funding
organization-level capacity-building projects.

e When combined with investments in coaching, consulting, evaluation, and
cohort learning, total capacity-building related program expenses exceeded
$300,000 in FY25.

Early Childhood Education & Care

LVCF directed significant funding toward stabilizing and expanding early childhood
education and care across the Lehigh Valley. Grants focused on workforce
stabilization, program quality, facility improvements, and expanding access to
care. In addition to direct grantmaking, LVCF invested staff capacity and leadership
support as the backbone convener of the Early Childhood Education Collaborative,
aligning funders, providers, and public partners around shared strategies.

¢ More than $325,000 was awarded through the Early Childhood Care Fund
across multiple grant cycles, supporting childcare providers, early learning
programs, and family-serving organizations.

Arts, Culture & the Creative Economy

LVCF administers the Creative Sector Flex Fund and the Creative Entrepreneurship
Accelerator Program which is made possible by The Pennsylvania Creative
Industries, powered by the Pennsylvania Council on the Arts (PCA), and the
Pennsylvania Partners in the Arts (PPA) regional funding partnership. State funding
is provided by Pennsylvania’s General Assembly and the National Endowment for
the Arts, a federal agency.

* More than $123,000 was awarded through the Creative Sector Flex Fund
and the Creative Entrepreneurship Accelerator Program to arts and
culture organizations and individuals across Carbon, Lehigh, Monroe, and
Northampton counties, supporting operating stability and creative recovery.

Scholarships and Donor-Directed Awards

Through donor-directed scholarship and award funds, LVCF continued to invest
in education and opportunity across the region. These grants supported students
and individuals pursuing a wide range of educational and career pathways,
reflecting the diverse philanthropic interests of LVCF’s fundholders while
complementing the Foundation’s broader community investment priorities.

New in 2024-25, The Good
Neighbor Fund supported
households facing rising energy
costs by providing grants to
nonprofit organizations with
existing utility assistance programs.
In its 2024-25 cycle, LVCF awarded
$195,000 across 14 community-
based partners serving 29
counties in eastern and central
Pennsylvania.

These organizations delivered
financial support for home energy
needs—such as electricity, fuel, oil,
and wood pellets—for households
earning up to 300% of the federal
poverty level, with assistance
capped at $1,000 per household.

Made possible in partnership with
the PPL Foundation, the Good
Neighbor Fund strengthens the
capacity of local nonprofits to help
neighbors keep the lights on and
stay warm.
